Subject: Mountain Pine Beetle Report

Recommendation:

That Council receives this report for information.

Purpose:

To advise Council of the mountain pine beetle showing up within City limits.
Policy:

There is no Council policy.

Background:

Correspondence was received from the Ministry of Forests on June 6, 2000- (copy
attached) regarding locations where the mountain pine beetle has been showing up

within the City. A site map showing locations and number of infested trees is attached
to the letter.

The Ministry of Forests have met with City staff and they have agreed to_ control the
mountain pine beetle on Crown Lands. All the other remaining sites, the City would be
required to obtain permission from the property owners and cut the affected trees down.

The Ministry has agreed to remove the bark from the fallen trees provided the City falls
them down.

We are currently in the process of obtaining the property owner's permission and we will
proceed with the removal of affected trees. The tree removal is tentatively scheduled
for Thursday June 15" and Friday June 16%.

Dear Mr. McTaggart:

Recently the Ministry of Forests noticed some signs of mountain pine beetle showing up on
mumicipal land. We conducted a survey of the trees that we felt may contain mountain pine
beetle brood. The survey area was generaily confined to the bench area of town. We found 60
trees scattered over 20 sites that contain live brood. This past winter we conducted mortality

studies, the results indicate a potential expansion ratio of 5 to 1. The beetles within these trees
have the potential to infest another 300 trees this year.

These beetles will be flying into new trees sometime between the last week of June and last week
of July. At this time most of the infestation sites are in vacant, treed lots. With the numbers of
trees that could be infested after the beetls flight, there is the potential for infestation sites to be

in people’s yards. We recommend that these infestations be treated prior to the beetles infesting
new irees.

Treatment of these infestations can only be done by killing the beetles. This can be done in 2
number of ways.

1. Harvest the Timber and process before beetle flight.

2. Failing the trees and removing the bark. The bark must be removed in a manner that will
chip the bark and mountain pine beetle. This only needs to be done on the portion of the

trunk that contains mountain pine beetle. This can be done with a portable chainsaw
mounted de-barker,

Falling the trees and burning the portions of the trunk that contain mountain pine beetle. The
wood does not have to be bumned at the site where the tree grew; it can be transported to a

suitable location for burning. The fires only need to be hot enough to bum off the bark;
complete combustion of the wood is not necessary.

Here is 2 brief synopsis of the Tife cycle of the mountain pine beetle, At the low clevation of (e
bench area, the beetles wil] usually fly between late June and late July. They will then colonize 4
new host tree. Mountain pine becties will only attack pine {rees. As the adult beetles atlack the
tree they introduce 2 blue stain fungi, that will kill the tree. The adults then continue to lay eges
1 galleries, just under the bark of the tree. These eggs hatch into larvae and will feed under the
bark. The larvae overwinter under the bark, then mature inte adults in the spring. The new
adults fly to their next host tree leav] ng a dead tree behind.

Agreement under Section 607 of the Local Government Act (formerly Municipal Act)

Background:

1. The current franchise agreement with BC Gas Inc. (formerly Inland Natural Gas Co.
Ltd.} expires July 12, 2000. The agreement originated in 1979 for a period of
twenty-one years. The agreement gives the company exclusive franchise to supply
and distribute natural gas by pipeline to the Municipality and its inhabitants and to
consumers or customers situated within its boundary limits. In return for this
franchise, the Company, pays the city a franchise fee of 3% of gross sales of gas
within the municipal boundary. In 1999 the city received $71,100. for the franchise.

2. Since entering the last agreement in 1979 there have been some major changes
through deregulation in the way serves are provided and who may provide them.

3. BC Gas are asking for the extension of time to the existing agreement so that they
may present us with some new options for the continuance of the franchise

agreement. ;2 [

BY-LAW NO. 1777

A BY-LAW TO AUTHORIZE THE EXTENSION OF THE EXCLUSIVE GAS FRANCHISE
TO BC GAS UTILITY LTD. FOR THE SUPPLYING OF NATURAL GAS
TO THE INHABITANTS OF THE MUNICIPALITY

WHEREAS pursuant to Section 607 (1)(b) of the Municipal Act. R.S.B.C 1996, the Council may, by by-law adopted with
the assent of the electors, enter into or ratify or adopt agreements granting an exclusive or limited franchise, for a term of
years not tonger than 21 years, for the supplying of natural gas fo the inhabitants of the municipality;

AND WHEREAS by the provisions of Section 807 (2), any such agreement may, with the approval of the Inspector of
Municipalities, be renewed for one or more further terms, each of which must not be tonger than 21 years;

AND WHEREAS by By-law No. 326, adopted the 1st day of March 1956, the City of Merritt, with the approval of the
electors and the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs, did grant an exclusive franchise to Inland Natural Gas Co.
Ltc. (now BC Gas Utility Ltd.) for a period of 21 years and whereas the agreement was renewed for a further term of 21
years by Bylaw No. 894;

AND WHEREAS the renewal agreement has expired and both the City and BC Gas Utility Ltd. are desirous of extending
the existing franchise agreement to December 31, 2000,

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the City of Merritt enacts as follows:

el That BC Gas Utility Ltd. be and is hereby granted an extension of the exclusive
franchise agreement to supply natural gas to the inhabitants of the municipality
and which agreement shall expire on the 31* day of December, 2000 and which
agreement is attached hereto as Appendix "A" and forms part of this by-law.

2. That the Mayor and City Cierk are hereby authorized to execute the said
agreement on behalf of the City.

3 That this by-law shafl not come into force and effect unless and until it has it has received the approval of
the Inspector of Municipalities.
